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A tip on photographs submitted to the Flash:

We have observed that almost
every photo submitted must be lightened, contrast
enhanced, and sharpened. This means, as a
practical matter, that photographers should be
conscious of lighting and focus. With many good
“point and shoot” cameras, focus is adjusted by
holding the shutter button down half-way while
picking out the point of focus, and only then
taking the picture by depressing the button fully.

As part of his goal of climbing 50 peaks,
Rose had climbed Pikes Peak, Humboldt Peak,
Crestone Peak and Crestone Needle. His next
climb would have been Mount Lindsey.

"He was really, really happy when he stated
this trip," Hedlun said. "We have peace in
knowing how happy he was."

The way he gave up his Sundays for months
prior to USTF Internationals to help students be
ready for competition, the way he gave up his
Friday nights to help his friends and students keep
in touch with what he loved, Tackwon Do, the
way he always called the testings for Sr. Grand
Master Sereff with very little notice, the way he
was always there for his family, these are some of
the things that made Mr. Rose what he was, a
very honorable man. He made you want to be a
better person! Tonight when you look up, don’t
think of them as stars...Think of them as porch
lights welcoming Mr. Rose safely home.”
